Current Problems with the iPac Catalog.

1. PROBLEM: TITLE BROWSE SEARCHING

There are problems with the Title Browse searching in the Libraries' catalog. Users may not retrieve all titles in the Libraries catalog using the 'Title Browse' search.  

EXAMPLE: A Title Browse or Serial Title Browse search for BULLETIN OF THE AMERICAN MUSEUM OF NATURAL HISTORY retrieves the journal.  

A Series Title Browse search for BULLETIN OF THE AMERICAN MUSEUM OF NATURAL HISTORY retrieves 170 books that are part of the series. 

STRATEGY: When this problem is corrected, both types of entries will be found using a single Title Browse search.  Until that time, please try both the Title Browse and Series Title Browse search for complete retrieval.

2. PROBLEM: SEARCHING FOR TRANSLATIONS USING BROWSE & KEYWORD SEARCHING

Users will not be able to retrieve some other non-serial or non-series titles in any Title Browse or any Keyword search.  

EXAMPLE: This French language monograph title, “Vade-mecum du spécialiste-expert en timbres-poste,” has an English language translation, “The Serrane guide: stamp forgeries of the world to 1926,” that is also in the iPac catalog, but doesn’t appear when searching for the foreign language version using Title Browse or Title Keyword searches. 

STRATEGY: When this problem is corrected, the translations of the same title should appear as part of the search results retrieved.  Until then, the English translation can only be found by searching for the author's name, (Serrane, Fernand) or the English language title.
