Record Formattc \l1 "Record Format 

If the material being described consists solely of sound recordings or primarily sound recordings,  the record should be created in the Music format, even though the recordings may not be musical sound recordings. If the material is mixed material containing some  sound recordings,  the Mixed Material format should be chosen. The format code in NOTIS for Music is M; for Mixed Material it is U.

Leader field is fixed in length at 24 character positions (00-23).  Data element in each position is predefined.  Online system will supply default values for some positions.  The leader and directory positions are used to identify:

Type of recordtc \l2 "Type of record --  identifies the type of materials  as Nonmusical sound recording, musical sound recording, manuscripts, printed music, manuscript map, projected medium, two-dimensional non-projectable graphic,  three-dimensional artifact, or mixed material. 

Bibliographic Leveltc \l2 "Bibliographic Level  -- identifies the level of description as Monographic, serial, collection, subunit,  item, ...

Type of controltc \l2 "Type of control  -- identifies archival or non-archival control.

Encoding leveltc \l2 "Encoding level -- indicates the fullness of the content in the record.

Descriptive cataloging formtc \l2 "Descriptive cataloging form -- indicates whether the record was formulated according to  national cataloging description rules.

This field contains coded information both about the record, such as the date it was entered, and about the material being described, such as the language, type of material, whether there is accompanying matter, etc..  Including the dates and language code can enhance OPAC searching.  At the minimum, the following 008 positions are required in a SIRIS record:

Date 1 and Date 2 fields generally contain four digit numeric values for the years.  There are times when decade or year is unknown.  Code u or blank should  be used in those cases.

Use u for date element if totally or partially unknown;  Use blank if date element is not applicable.

197u for year is unknown,

uuuu for date is totally unknown,
         for date is not applicable (i.e. with D/CODES).

Sources of title information:
When supplying a title, preference is given to textual sources (accompanying abstract,  index or finding aid, container label, dust jacket, transcript, or other interview/project  documentation, such as correspondence, donor agreements, grant requests, interviewer worksheets) over sound data. 

Following rules in appm & ohcm, titles supplied by the cataloger are not enclosed in brackets for sound recording materials.

Dates are entered with Year first.  Specific month(s) or day(s) can be entered, as an  option, when known.

          1983 Dec. 13‑1984 Jan. (3 letter abbreviations used for months).

          1979‑[ongoing]

Assign a general medium designator, enclosed in square brackets, if the unit being cataloging consists solely of materials in that one physical format.   Use [sound recording] as Medium designator in subfield h.  Do not use it if the cataloged record is in a mixed material collection.

The Title Field has three components:
     ‑‑a name element (which identifies the principal subject, participant or project),

     ‑‑a form element (which identifies form, type or genre of materials),

     ‑‑a date element (associated recording dates, may be bulk or inclusive dates).

When creating a title, the sequence order of these elements varies depending on what is being cataloged.  See title examples which follow on next page.

Other related fields:

     Use 500 note field to clarify or explain title if needed.

     For published recordings, a 260 Uniform title is commonly used.

Use the following terms in  subfield a to describe the physical unit of the sound recording: 

cylinder - cylindrical objects on which sound waves are incised or indented in a continuous circular groove. Mass-produced cylinders are made of plastic. Early cylinders were made of tinfoil or wax.

roll - roll of paper, for example, for player piano or player organ, on which the notes of a musical composition are represented by perforations in the paper and from which sound can be mechanically produced 


sound cartridge - A container holding a single sound tape, run as an endless loop.

sound cassette - Container holding a narrow, usually 1/8 in., sound tape on two reels, one to feed (and rewind) and the other to take up the sound tape.

sound disc - A thin circular object that varies in diameter (e.g. 7 in., 10 in., 12 in.) on which sound waves, recorded as modulations or pulses, are incised or indented. 

compact audio discs  - discs are typically 4 3/4 in. in diameter.

sound tape reel - Usually designated AOpen Reel@ or AReel- to- Reel.@ It is an audiotape-transport system with separate supply (feed) and take up reels.

sound track film (add term Areel@, Acassette, etc. as appropriate to sound track film) - Sound recording on film that is not intended to accompany visual images.

wire recording - A round steel wire on which sound waves are magnetically produced.

Also in subfield a, give the playing time as follows:

 If playing time is stated on the item, give the playing time as stated

 
1 sound cassette  (40 min.) 

 
2 sound tape reels ( 1 hr., 30 min.)

If not stated, but readily ascertainable, give it

 1 sound disc  (60 min.)

Optionally, if playing time is neither stated nor readily ascertainable, give an approximate time

Optionally, if the parts of a multipart item have a stated uniform playing time or an approximate uniform playing time, give the playing time of each part followed by Aeach@. Otherwise, give the total duration.

3 sound cassettes (60 min. each)

11 sound cassettes (ca. 30 min. each)

4 sound tape reels (3 hrs.)

Other physical detailstc \l3 "Other physical details:
Type of recording, playing speed, number of tracks, number of sound channels, and recording and reproduction characteristics, should be included in the 300 subfield b as the physical details.  

Include the type of recording (ie., the way in which the sound is encoded on the item).  The two basic choices are analog and digital.

Include the playing speed of an analog tape in inches per second (ips), following the type of recording.  Do not give the playing speed if it is standard for the type of item (e.g., 1-7/8 inches per second for analog tape cassette).

Include the number of tracks, unless the number of tracks is standard for the item (e.g., the standard number of tracks for an analog cassette is 4). 

Include the sound channels, if the information is readily available , using only the following terms as appropriate: mono., stereo., quad..

Dimensionstc \l3 "Dimensions:
Sound cassettes.  Provide the dimensions of a cassette in subfield c if other than the standard dimensions (e.g., the standard dimension of an analog cassette is 3-7/8 x 2-1/2 in.).

Sound tape reel.  Provide the diameter of a reel in inches, and provide the width of a tape in fractions of an inch if other than the standard width (1/4 in.)

 I.  Multiple formats

If the material being described is both a sound recording and a transcript, make a separate statement of extent (field 300) for each. Optionally, precede each statement with a subfield 3 describing the form of material using the designations: Sound recording(s); Transcript.

 For example:

300: : $3 Sound recordings: $a 3 cassettes (20 min.) $b analog

300: : $3 Transcript: $a 76 p.

II. Supplementary material 

 
If the sound recordings are accompanied by small quantities of letters, photographs, or other material assembled to illustrate or support statements made in oral history interviews, treat them as supplementary materials. Do NOT give a separate statement of extent for supplementary materials. Instead, give the information about the supplementary materials in a note.

500: : $a Supplemented by slides taken by the interviewee.

655: : $a Slides. $2 aat

If the repository determines that the quantity of materials is large or significant enough in its own right, treat the entire group as a mixed material collection and make a separate description for it.

III. Copies/Reproductions  

If copies have been made of original recordings, give the statement of extent in terms of the format available for use. Optionally, make an additional statement of extent for the original recording, and/or in a note.

If the recordings are copies of originals located elsewhere or have been destroyed, provide information about the reproduction in field 533 (Reproduction).

533: :$a Tapes are copies made in 1996.

Use field 535 to provide the location of  the originals (first indicator coded A1") and, optionally, location for other duplicate copies (first indicator coded A2").

535:1  : $a Originals held by: Metropolitan Museum of Art.

535:2 : $a Additional copies at: Ohio Historical Society.

Field 351: Organization and Arrangement of Materialstc \l2 "Field 351: Organization and Arrangement of Materials


Highly Recommended
This field contains information about the organization and arrangement of a collection of items.  Listed below are the most commonly used subfields:

Subfields: 

a 
Organization

refers to the way the materials have been subdivided into smaller units, such as collections divided into series and sub -series. 

b 
Arrangement

refers to the way the unit is arranged, such as alphabetical or chronological. 

c 
Hierarchical Level
can be used to define the hierarchical level of the described materials relative to other records from the same source, generally using the terms collection, series, item. 

3 
Materials described
can be used when it is desired to define the organization and/or arrangement of only a portion of the material described in the record.

Since each collection is different, use of the 351 field will vary with each collection and by repository.  Not all subfields are required; some records may only contain subfield a, or b, or c.

Collections of sound recordings might be arranged by interviewee, by interviewer, chronologically, by topic, by title of a song or lecture; by geographic or cultural group, etc.

This collection consists predominantly of sound recordings (cassette and tape reels), so it is coded AFMT M, RT i@ (music  format & Nonmusical sound recording record type).  It is a collection rather then a single item, so BL c is used for collection (instead of m for  item).  A separate 007 and 300 is provided for the original audio cassette tape and the reel-to-reel master tape (the 007's are given in the same order as the 300's, to match type to type).  Another audiocassette copy used for reference purposes is mentioned in the 530 as an Aadditional physical form available@ note.  The paper transcript is given in a separate 300 field with A$3" for Amaterial specified@.  Another approach could be to give one  007 and one 300 (for the original cassette, for instance) with A+ $e 1 transcript@ added at the end of the 300 as accompanying material, especially since the transcript is not very length.  The presence of the reel-to-reel tape could then be mentioned in the 530 together with the cassette copy.

This is a very complex collection-level record, combining audio and video components as well as two substantial paper transcripts.  It is a true Amixed material@ collection (FMT U,  RT  p) The 007 and 300 fields were provided for the original recordings and transcripts only; the copies are mentioned in the 530 note as a way of simplifying the record (the decision of what to give an 007/300 and what to lump together in the 530 ought to be followed consistently, e.g. all originals in one and all copies in the other or vice versa, depending on the needs of the repository).  The record is cataloged with title main entry since there were a number of interviewees involved (it might be argued that Ledley would make a suitable personal name main entry, however).  Since the finding aid notes that access to the material is restricted, this information has been stated in the 506 field.
