Biographical / Historical

In 1947, twenty-five years after the construction of their first aircraft, the Waco Company of Troy, Ohio
unveiled the unconventional Aristo-Craft or Model W. This four-place, high-wing cabin monoplane featured
a 215 hp Franklin air-cooled engine, semi-retracting tricycle landing gear and a tail-mounted propeller in a
pusher configuration. Only one was ever built and the aircraft did not receive an Aircraft Type Certification.
The Aristo-Craft was the last aircraft produced by Waco.
